If you’d like 

the Library of Congress to archive them with your oral history, please note: the Library of Congress only accepts 

originals for inclusion in the collection. 

 If you have a family member or friend you think would like to participate, invite them and offer to interview them 

as part of this special opportunity.  Recorders and field kits will be provided at the event.  All you need to do is 

join us! 

 If you want to show your appreciation for our veterans’ service, volunteer to interview and record a veteran’s 

story during this event.  You’ll receive instructions on site, as well as all the materials you will need to complete 

the interview.
